 It became very difficult for the teachers to teach without the resources 
essential for the lectures. 

 The resources include speakers, mike, projectors, computer systems, and 
other kinds of digital devices. 

 It makes the overall lecture and environment interesting and effective for the 
students and helps them in learning the English language. 

 

3. A Large Number of Students in the Classroom 
 A large number of students in the classroom produce a lot of disturbance and 

stress for the teachers because teaching a large number of students the 
teachers have to do more effort and hardworking. 

 The problems caused by a large number of students are given below:
